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The students at Our Lady of Perpetual Help School are learning that loving God is demonstrated in our love for each other.  The Student Government at Our Lady of Perpetual Help School has initiated a school-wide service project called “God’s Pencils.” It was inspired by the words of Blessed Teresa of Calcutta: “We are all pencils in the hand of God.”  Students hope to manifest God’s love for humanity with their gifts of prayer, writing, and creativity. The service project’s objective is to communicate God’s love by composing letters, creating greeting cards, or writing postcards to the soldiers of the 487th Field Artillery Army National Guard for the school year. The soldiers belong to the 29th Infantry Brigade Combat Team out of Kalaeloa, Hawaii, and have placed their civilian lives on hold for 12 months as they deploy for a second time to the Middle East.  The service project aims to remind the soldiers of God’s unconditional love for them by allowing each student to be God’s pencil while God writes to these men and women.
